An overall analysis of the data reveals that between 2000 and 2004 Fanshawe’s program attracted the

largest share of applicants. Between 2005 and 2007 however, both Sheridan and Algonquin took the lead

in attracting the majority of applicants while Fanshawe’s applicant numbers declined considerably.

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1. Institution : Guelph-Humber University

Program Name & Credential: Bachelor of Applied Arts in Media Studies- Diploma in Digital
Communications

Program Description: The Media Studies programs at Guelph-Humber allow students to explore
emerging trends in the media field and to study the historical, social, cultural and ethical dimensions of
the field through exposure to courses that challenge them to think, read and write critically. Other
courses aim to teach students how to work in a team environment to achieve a goal related to their
specialization, such as the creation of a body of photographic work targeted at a specific market or
segmentation.

Students in the Image Arts stream are exposed to all aspects of digital and print photography leading to
a diploma in Creative Photography. Students study the world of media with a particular focus on visual
communication, photographic techniques, and photo-based art practices. An innovative photography
lab is available for projects and experiential learning.

Analysis of Similarities and Differences:

*  Technical skills, Conceptual, Visual Communication — Significantly fewer courses offered in this
program in these areas as compared to the proposed program at Sheridan. In total students take 15
studio courses, which is the approximate equivalent of 45 Sheridan credits. Sheridan’s proposed
degree has a total 34 required studio courses, which is the equivalent of 105 credits (note: Portfolio
Project, semester 8 is worth 6 credits).

»  Theory & History of Photography- overview of the history of photography is offered, but no
specialized studies (e.g. history of advertising photography). The theory of mass media and
photography are offered.

* Business & Entrepreneurial - not offered.

*  Co-op work experience — less, students must complete an 8 week internship in their final semester

Summary comments:

Graduates of this program receive a Bachelor of Applied Arts in Media Studies and Diploma in Digital
Communications. The focus of degree level work is in media studies, while the focus of the diploma
level work is in photography. The following table compares the two programs based the number of
courses in different areas of study.

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2. Institution: Ontario College of Art and Design (OCAS)
Program Name & Credential: Bachelor of Fine Art (BFA)

Program Description:

At OCAD, Photography is approached as a fine-art medium within the context of contemporary art
practices. Since its invention, photography has radically influenced the way people understand and
experience the world. The curriculum for the OCAD photography program is designed to provide
students with an understanding of photographic processes, history, theory and contemporary art issues.
Through an intensive investigation of photographic tools and concepts students will be prepared to
participate in the on-going development of photography as an artistic practice.

Analysis of Similarities and Differences:

»  Technical skills, Conceptual, Visual Communication — Significantly fewer courses offered in this
program in these areas as compared to the proposed program at Sheridan. In total students can
take up to a maximum of the equivalent of 54 Sheridan credits in studio courses (this includes
required and elective courses). Sheridan’s proposed degree has a total of 105 credits in required
studio courses.

*  Theory & History of Photography- overview of the history of photography is offered, but no
specialized studies (e.g. history of advertising photography). The theory of photography is not
offered.

* Business & Entrepreneurial - offered through an elective course only. Similar basic skills
developed, advanced skills (e.g. project management, leadership) not offered.

*  Co-op work experience — not offered

Summary comments:

The program at OCAD focuses on photography as an aspect of fine art practice. This is evident in that
all students in the Bachelor of Fine Arts program take a common first year of study. Furthermore, in the
delivery of practicum courses the process relies on critique alone rather than a combination of guided
process followed by critique as used in the proposed program at Sheridan.

Students in the program take the equivalent of 36 Sheridan credits in required studio photography
courses. They can take up to the equivalent of 18 Sheridan credits in studio electives over the 4 year
degree, for a total of the equivalent of 54 Sheridan credits in studio courses.

Students can take an elective course that has basic skill/knowledge development, however they are not
able to take any co-op work experience.

3. Institution: Ryerson

Program Name & Credential: Bachelor of Fine Arts — Image Arts

Program Description: Photography Studies provides a comprehensive academic framework for
studies in both traditional and electronic photographic image making. Photography students acquire a
rich awareness of visual, aesthetic, technological and cultural issues that apply to current photographic
practice.

Analysis of Similarities and Differences:

*  Technical skills, Conceptual, Visual Communication — Significantly fewer courses offered in this
program in these areas as compared to the proposed program at Sheridan. In total Ryerson’s
program has the equivalent of 51 Sheridan credits in required studio courses. Sheridan’s proposed
degree has a total of 105 credits in required studio courses.

»  Theory & History of Photography- overview of the history of photography is offered, but no
specialized studies (e.g. history of advertising photography). The theory of photography is offered
through an elective course only.

* Business & Entrepreneurial — offered through an elective course only. Similar basic skills
developed, advanced skills (e.g. project management, leadership) not offered.

*  Co-op work experience — offered through an elective course only - 36 hours

Summary Comments:

Ryerson’s program offers a more general education in fine arts and media, giving students fewer
courses to prepare them for the field of professional photography. For example, students can take a
number of courses in the areas of photographic conservation and curatorial studies.

Students take 10 core courses in photography, including courses in Photographic History and Theory.
In total they have the equivalent of 51 Sheridan credits in required studio courses in comparison to the
105 credits offered in Sheridan’s proposed program.

Finally, courses in the areas of business and entrepreneurial skills are offered only as electives, as it a
co-op work experience.

4. Institution: University of Ottawa

Program Name & Credential: Bachelor of Fine Arts

Program Description:

The four-year Bachelor of Fine Arts (BFA) and the Major in Visual Arts are geared to original forms of
expression associated with artistic production in the new millennium. While maintaining the traditional
disciplines (drawing, painting, sculpture and photography), the Department also extends its teaching to
new technologies (media arts). These programs are composed of practical (studio) and theoretical
courses (in the History and Theory of Art) that encourage both creation and reflection on the Visual
Arts.

Analysis of Similarities and Differences:

»  Technical skills, Conceptual, Visual Communication, Theory & History of Photography —
Significantly fewer courses offered in this program in these areas as compared to the proposed
program at Sheridan. There are no required courses in photography, but photography students must
have at least 12 credits in photography.

*  Business & Entrepreneurial — not offered

* Co-op work experience — not offered

Summary Comments:

The Bachelor of Fine Arts program offers a concentration in photography which allows students to take
up to five elective courses in photography. These courses tend to have a fine arts focus rather than a
commercial focus. There are no courses offered in business & entrepreneurial studies, and there is no
opportunity to get industry experience through a co-op work experience.

Program Description:

York University's Department of Visual Arts offers a comprehensive, balanced program of creative
work and academic studies, combining scholarly work with practical training in a broad range of
artistic media.

Throughout the program, courses in art history, theory and criticism are offered alongside intensive
studio courses in drawing, print media, photography, time-based media, painting and sculpture. In the
studio and classroom, both traditional and contemporary concerns and processes are addressed,
including new digital applications in the visual arts and issues such as contemporary critical theory
applied to art-making and interpretation. Guest lectures and workshops by visiting artists, historians,
curators and critics round out the program.

Analysis of Similarities and Differences:

»  Technical skills, Conceptual, Visual Communication, Theory & History of Photography —
Significantly fewer courses offered in this program in these areas as compared to the proposed
program at Sheridan. In total York’s program has the equivalent of 27 Sheridan credits in elective
studio courses. Sheridan’s proposed degree has a total of 105 credits in required studio courses

* Co-op work experience — not offered

Summary Comments:

The program at York University offers a BFA, with a major in Studio Art. Within this program, the
photography courses are all electives. Students can take up to an equivalent of 27 Sheridan credits in
practicum photographic elective courses. The elective courses have a fine arts focus rather than a
commercial focus. There are no courses offered in business & entrepreneurial studies, and there is no
opportunity to get industry experience through a co-op work experience.
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
